his is one of the really tough passages in

the Gospels. Jesus is spelling out exactly
how we should live our lives—and giving a
swipe at the scribes and Pharisees in the
process. If our virtue goes no deeper than
theirs, he states clearly that we will never get
into the kingdom of heaven.
What is interesting is the statement that he
came not to abolish any of the ancient tenets
of the Jewish people, not the Law or the
Prophets. His mission is to complete them, so
that all that has been prophesised may be
fulfilled. He urges his listeners to abide by the
rules, not to break them and certainly not to
lead others astray as well.
He describes particular areas of morality
where we can all at times be guilty of cutting
corners. We would never consider murdering
anyone, but we are all capable of falling out
with people, and we have all certainly heard of
family feuds. Our first priority should be to
mend any misunderstandings and make peace
with our opponents before things get out of
hand and everyone suffers. On telling the
truth, we probably have all wriggled a bit at
times but are furious if we find someone has
lied to us. As for swearing, that is a wonderful
image Jesus gives us—don’t swear by heaven,
since that is God’s throne, or by the earth,
which is God’s footstool. In short, we know
the difference between right and wrong, the
shallow and the sincere, so let us follow the
true path, in actions and in prayer.
